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Abstract.

This research analyzes the Arab Republic of Egypt and the strategic
vacuum in the Middle East, focusing on the nature, causes, and dimensions

of this vacuum.

It examines the historical development of Egypt’s regional role and its
internal and external determinants. The study explores the roles of non-Ar-
ab regional powers (Iran, Turkey, and Israel) in exploiting this vacuum and

presents future scenarios for Egypt’s role in the regional system.

The research concludes that Egypt possesses the potential to reclaim
its pivotal role, provided it addresses its internal challenges, builds effective
Arab partnerships, and develops its foreign policy tools. The study employs

analytical-comparative and future foresight methodologies.
